Classroom Agenda

1. (5 min) Let kids start working on Activity Page #1.

2. (5 min) WARM UP: Have you ever planted a garden or taken care of a special plant? What did you have to
do for it? (Tip: Maybe you help your mom grow vegetables in your garden or you have a cactus in your room. A
plant needs water and sun to grow. We need God’s word to grow healthy and strong.)

3. (5 min) PREVIEW: Write out the Big Idea, Memory Verse, and Key Question on a whiteboard. Have the kids
copy it down on Activity Page #1 (if applicable).

4. (20 min) LARGE GROUP: Gather for songs and videos with other kids. Then return to class to finish this guide.
5. (2 min) RECAP: Read the Lesson Overview (see above).

6. (3 min) KQ: Answer the Key Question. (Answer: By worshipping Jesus and living to honor him. (Jesus came to
die for us to save us from our sins. This is the best gift ever! Our response should be to honor him- remembering
his power and thanking him for his sacrifice. And, we should show our love by always living to honor him)

* Bonus Questions: How can we have soft hearts? Why is Jesus worthy of our worship? 4-5th What are some
things that honor God?

7. (5 min) EXPLORE: Read Psalm 1:1-3. What is the Law of the Lord? Why is it important to obey what God's
word says? How will that impact our lives? (Answer: The law of the Lord is referring to God’s words which is the
Bible! We should read it and obey it. God knows what's best for us so we should do as he says. When we do, we'll
grow to be healthy people who look to love and serve others.)

8. (10 min) PLAY: Choose a group activity from Activity Page #2.

9. (5 min) CLOSE: Share prayer requests and pray as a class. Encourage kids to use the Family Guide at home
with their parents - and remind them to ao online to pursueGODkids.ora to find this week’s lesson video.

Teacher instructions: Choose an activity for your classroom.

OPTION 1: 4 SOILS CRAFT

Instructions:

Give each kid a piece of paper. Have them draw and cut out a heart. Have them draw two lines to make 4
sections in their heart. Have them color their heart. As they work, read the parable from Matthew 13:1-8. Then,
have them write or draw something for each soil in each of their quadrants.

Remind the kids that if they want to grow, they need to have soft hearts toward God that want to live their lives
to honor him and want to share Jesus with their friends and family.

Supplies needed: Paper, Pencils, Scissors, Crayons

OPTION 2: LESSON REVIEW FACE OFF

Instructions:
Have two kids come up to the front of the room for a face off. Give each a bell/ringer.
Ask a question from below. First to ring gets a chance to answer. If correct, they get a point. Have two new kids
come up. Continue playing until all the questions have been asked. Kid with the most points in the end, wins.
