Classroom Agenda

1. (5 min) Let kids start working on Activity Page #1.

2. (5 min) WARM UP: How do you typically react when your parents say “No"” to something you want?
(Tip:Maybe you pout and stomp off to your room or you beg for them to change their mind. A woman asked
Jesus for something and her response to his answer can teach us a lot.)

3. (5 min) PREVIEW: Write out the Big Idea, Memory Verse, and Key Question on a whiteboard. Have the kids
copy it down on Activity Page #1 (if applicable).

4. (20 min) LARGE GROUP: Gather for songs and videos with other kids. Then return to class to finish this guide.
5. (2 min) RECAP: Read the Lesson Overview (see above).

6. (3 min) KQ: Answer the Key Question. (Answer: Understanding that we aren’t smarter than God. (God is the
creator of everything, including each one of us. That means he knows EVERYTHING and he knows what's best.
So, our job is to put God first and recognize that his way is always better than our way. We need to trust God’s
plan, not ours.)

e Bonus Questions: What does humility mean? Why should we trust God? 4-5th What does it look like to be
humble around your friends?

7. (5 min) EXPLORE: Read Psalm 37:3-5. To delight in God means to love him with your whole heart. When
God is your first priority, how will that change your prayer requests? (Answer: When we understand the
greatness of God and his love for us, we will want to listen and follow him. Our focus will change from only caring
about we want to caring more about what God wants. We will pray for God's plan for our lives.)

8. (10 min) PLAY: Choose a group activity from Activity Page #2.

9. (5 min) CLOSE: Share prayer requests and pray as a class. Encourage kids to use the Family Guide at home
with their parents - and remind them to ao online to pursueGODkids.ora to find this week’s lesson video.

ACTIVITY PAGE #2

Teacher instructions: Choose an activity for your classroom.

OPTION T: MEMORY VERSE GAME

Instructions:

Divide the class into groups of 3-4. Give each group a set of Memory Verse words (page 5). Have them place
them face down on the table or floor. When you say “Go!”, have the groups race to get the words in the right
order to say the memory verse. First to do it correctly wins.

Then, say the memory verse a few times as a class. First time, do it while marching in place. Second time, do it
while stomping feet.

Supplies needed: Memory verse template (pg. 5, pre cut, 1 set per group)

OPTION 2:PRAYING HANDS CRAFT

Instructions:
Give each kid a Praying Hands template (page 6). Have them color their hands and have them glue the
Memory verse and Big Idea over the hearts on the hands.
Then have them fold the hands together along the dotted lines to make praying hands.
As the kids work, review the story of the Gentile woman. She came to ask Jesus to heal her daughter. At first,
Jesus didn't seem interested but that was only because he wanted to test her faith. The woman didn't give up.
Even when she wasn't getting the answer she wanted, she still worshipped Jesus and trusted him. We need to
be the same way. We need to be humble and trust God, even if he doesn’t answer every prayer the way we like.
He knows what's best for us!
