As he walked home, his father saw him off in the distance and ran out to meet
him. Instead of yelling at him and telling him to leave, he hugged him and
threw a big party. The father forgave his son and was so glad to have him
home. This story is really about God’s love for us. When we mess up and turn
away from God, he is always willing to forgive and welcome us back!

Classroom Agenda

1. (5 min) Let kids start working on Activity Page #1.

2. (5 min) WARM UP: Share a time you were so mad that you wanted to run away from home. (Tip: Maybe your
siblings broke your favorite toy or your parents told you to do chores. Running away is never the answer.)

3. (5 min) PREVIEW: Write out the Big Idea, Memory Verse, and Key Question on a whiteboard. Have the kids
copy it down on Activity Page #1 (if applicable).

4. (20 min) LARGE GROUP: Gather for songs and videos with other kids. Then return to class to finish this guide.
5. (2 min) RECAP: Read the Lesson Overview (see above).

6. (3 min) KQ: Answer the Key Question. (Answer: It means we tell God that we're sorry and choose to do what
honors him. (We're not perfect so we will make mistakes. When we mess up, God wants us to come to him and
say sorry for what we've done. And, he wants us to learn from our mistakes and choose to do the things that
honor God next time. God promises to forgive us every time we mess up and he’ll never stop loving usl)

* Bonus Questions: What does God want us to do when we mess up? What does God promise to do when we
do that? 4-5th How have you been like the son in the story who ran away from God?

7. (5 min) EXPLORE: Read Micah 7:18-19. Pardon is another word for forgiveness. Identify all that this passage
says about what God does with our sins? (Answer: God forgives our mistakes, he doesn’t remind us of our past
sins, he doesn’t remain angry, he’s loving and compassionate and he stomps out our sins and throws them away.)

8. (10 min) PLAY: Choose a group activity from Activity Page #2.

9. (5 min) CLOSE: Share prayer requests and pray as a class. Encourage kids to use the Family Guide at home
with their parents - and remind them to go online to pursueGODkids.org to find this week'’s lesson video.
